In order to have a better comparison to prior year actuals, contingencies will only be included in the annual budget to the extent that they have been spent. The general fund provides
for core City functions that are not provided by dedicated revenue streams. It does not include services provided by dedicated taxes, grants, bond proceeds or enterprise fund
revenues. The fiscal year 2018-19 budgeted general fund expenditures are 6.0% higher than the fiscal year 2017-18 actuals. Fiscal year 2018-19 actual general fund expenditures
through April are 3.5% higher than the same period in fiscal year 2017-18.

General Fund transportation expenditures for fiscal year 2018-19 are budgeted to
increase 15.6% over fiscal year 2017-18 actuals. Prior to fiscal year 2018-19 street transportation department charged expenses to the general fund and subsequently transferred
some of those expenses to the AHUR fund. Beginning in fiscal year 2018-19 street transportation is charging the majority of expenses to AHUR and will be transferring a portion of
