Aviation

The Aviation program totals $1.7 billion and includes projects for Phoenix Sky Harbor
International Airport and two satellite airports, Phoenix Deer Valley and Phoenix
Goodyear. The Aviation program is funded with Aviation operating revenue, federal
grant funds, Aviation nonprofit corporation bonds, and Passenger and Customer Facility
Charge funds.

Major improvements planned for Sky Harbor International Airport include the following:

o Develop airport expansion infrastructure

Design and construct an automated train system and related ground
transportation center

¢ Reconstruct and expand taxiways

Acquire and maintain properties for the Community Noise Reduction Program,
the automated train and future airport expansion

Complete various development studies and consultant services

Replace carousel and expand Terminal 3 checkpoints

Rehabilitate Terminal 4

Expand and improve roadways

Purchase additional buses and improve parking facilities

Install intruder alarm and implement other security improvements

Construct an in-line baggage explosive detection system

The Aviation program also includes taxiway, ramp and other various improvements at
the Phoenix Deer Valley and Goodyear airports, and airport development projects at
Phoenix-Mesa airport.
