Planning Hearing Officer Recommendation: The Planning Hearing Officer
recommended denial of stipulation 1 regarding the 20% slope for lots 1, 8, 24, 25,
26, 27, 28 on the site plan dated May 4, 2004.

Village Planning Committee (VPC) Recommendation: The Deer Valley Village
Planning Committee reviewed this request on November 20, 2008 and
recommended denial by a vote of 9-0.

DISCUSSION:

Mr. Richard Rossmiller, 8325 East Via de las Flores, Scottsdale, Arizona 85258
presented the request. He stated that modification of stipulation 1 was needed to
allow and existing shade structure constructed above the 20% slope line and the
placement of two stealth mono-cacti and a wireless communication facility within
the common open space of the Gold Mountain Preserve development. He
explained that the purpose of stipulation 1 was to prohibit any residential
occupancy development, but did not prohibit amenities or other type of non-
residential developments. He continued to explain that the shade structure was
used a recreation amenity and that the placement of the cell towers will be an
important source of income for the community.

The Planning Hearing Officer asked the applicant how he will be addressing the
specific requirement of the zoning ordinance that states that hillside development

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shall preserve ridgeline views and visible significant natural features such a
mountain peaks.

Mr. Rossmiller stated that he had no mitigation ideas.

Bobby Miller, 22422 North 80" Lane, Peoria, Arizona, 85383 representing the Gold
Mountain Preserve Community Association expressed his support for this request.
He stated that after speaking with the majority of the residents on the area, the
general consensus was to have the cell towers placed at this location and keep the
shade structure. He mentioned that the shade structure was a visual enhancement
to the community and an important feature that attracted the residents and the
stealth cacti were extremely authentic looking.

The Planning Hearing Officer clarified that this hearing was not reviewing the
placement of the cell towers, but was merely to review the allowance to construct
above the 20% slope line.

Kim Hanna, 22624 North 85" Avenue, Peoria, Arizona 85383 spoke and explained
that she was a lot owner in the development and felt that this proposal would have
a negative impact on the community. She further explained that even though not
proven there is a perceived negative health issues and risks associated with cell
towers. Apart form this, the community’s interest was to preserve the natural
environment and features. She explained that even though Mr. Bobby Miller was
the Home Owners Association president he represented the developer's interest
and ignored the community’s concerns. Mr. Kim Hanna stated that the Deer Valley
Village Planning Committee made a recommendation of denial by a vote of 9-0.
She also added that the VPC provided the applicant with the option to reapply to
build above the 20% slope line with the condition that the only development to
occur would be the shade structure. Mr. Hanna then explained that allowing for
the existence of the ramada will set precedence for future construction above the
20% slope line.

Cindi Ripple, 6322 West Tonopah Drive, Glendale, Arizona 85308 stated that they
do not oppose the placement of the ramada, however the second request will have
a negative impact on the community. She stated that she is the owner of lot
number 7 one of the lots impacted by the placement of the cell towers. She stated
that the placement of these facilities will impact the area that is supposed to be
preserved.

She finalized by stating that if approved then the cell towers will remain for 30
years.

Mr. Rossmiller clarified that they were placing a 20-foot and 35-foot high mono-
cacti.

Mr. Rulon Anderson, 2625 South Plaza Drive, Tempe, Arizona, 85282 mentioned
that the creation of stipulation 1 was specifically for prohibiting residential
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development. Mr. Anderson finalized by saying that it was unreasonable to pay for
the demolition of something that was already constructed and served the
community.

The Planning Hearing Officer stated that the current development was not meeting
the development standards and recommended denial.

FINDINGS:

1. The proposed development promotes incompatible land use patterns that
impacts the distinct, natural character of the area.

2. The proposed stipulation modification discourages development that
maintains the essential nature and integrity of the area.

DECISION: The Planning Hearing Officer recommended denial.
