Residents can take control of their

neighborhoods by quickly removing

graffiti. Prompt removal reduces the

chance of graffiti reappearing, and it helps

maintain a safe, secure and attractive

environment.

The goal of the program is simple –

ä To support a Zero Tolerance

approach to graffiti in our

neighborhoods!

Attention Retailers
It is illegal for anyone under the age of 

18 to purchase any “vapor releasing

substance” such as spray paint.
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Graffiti Busters has paint sprayers available to be

loaned out to community groups, they can be

picked up at the warehouse or delivered to you.

Those interested in borrowing the equipment must

first attend a free training session to become

certified to use the equipment. For your

convenience Graffiti Busters will also hold

certification classes in your neighborhood. Call

Graffiti Busters to get paint, reserve a paint

sprayer/tool lending trailer, sign up for the next

training class or reserve tools for your next

neighborhood clean-up. Any neighborhood group

or Block Watch listed with the city’s Neighborhood

Services Department can receive free paint to

remove graffiti, supplies and tools to improve their

neighborhood. Some of the tools available to be

loaned out include trailers to help carry some of

the following items: paint sprayers, weed eaters,

paint rollers, brushes, buckets, ladders (maximum

of 4 feet), brooms, shovels, garbage bags,

wheelbarrows, pole trimmers, hedge shears, hoes,

scrapers, loppers, rakes, water coolers, and gloves

are available for neighborhood clean-ups.

If you

want design recommendations on how to reduce

vandalism on your property then contact your

local Police Precinct and ask for a Crime

Prevention Through Environmental Design

(CPTED) review.
