Failure to complete this mandatory workshop by end of September 2026 could mean the forfeiture of the grant award.
NSD will be awarding eight grants up to $5,000. This year, we have a new partner in the Phoenix Water Department. Four grants will be awarded to projects that have a water conservation theme.
The awardee must complete their proposed project by March 1, 2027. Any issues or concerns that could delay the project must be communicated in writing to the LYB manager or Neighborhood Specialist at least four weeks prior to the completion deadline or as soon as they arise.
