Early Morning Stabbing Leaves One Man Dead

(April 1, 2024) Family fight leaves one brother dead and a second on the run.

On April 1, 2024, around 2:30 a.m., officers responded to a stabbing call at 1802 West Maryland
Avenue. Upon arrival, officers located 34-year-old Tahj McGilberry outside an apartment, suffering
from at least one stab wound. The Fire Department responded and transported him to a hospital,
where he was later pronounced deceased.

Detectives responded to assume the investigation. Based on the details known at this time, it is
believed Jimmy McGilberry stabbed his brother, Tahj McGilberry, during a fight inside the apartment.

Phoenix Police Homicide Detectives are asking anyone with information on the whereabouts of
Jimmy McGilberry to contact the Phoenix Police Department or to call Silent Witness at
480(WITNESS) or 480(TESTIGO) and provide an anonymous tip. Rewards will be paid for
information, that is given through Silent Witness, leading to an arrest in this case.
