Overnight Shooting Leaves One Man Dead and a Juvenile In Jail

(August 4, 2024): A man is dead, after he was shot during an altercation at a birthday party.

On August 4, 2024, around 2:45 a.m., officers responded to the area of 3000 S 93rd Avenue for
reports of shots fired. Upon arrival, officers arrived and located an adult male suffering from at least
one gunshot wound. The fire department responded and pronounced the victim deceased. A juvenile
male was detained at the scene.

Detectives responded to assume the investigation. Based on information known at this time,
detectives believe a birthday party was being held at the home. During the party, the victim was
involved in an altercation and shot by the suspect. The suspect was transported to the Juvenile
Detention Center and detained on a homicide charge. Additional details related to this incident remain
part of the ongoing investigation.
