       Go to the Phoenix City Council Chambers located at 200 W. Jefferson Street, Phoenix, AZ 85003. 
      
       Seating is limited and on a first-come, first-served basis. Therefore, arrive 1 hour prior to the meeting to 

allow time to get through security screening (metal detector) and if wishing to speak, to submit a 
Request to Speak electronically at a Kiosk. 

 
      Upon arrival, and depending on seating availability, residents will attend the meeting from either the City 

Council Chambers (Upper/Lower Chambers) or from City Hall (Assembly Rooms). Attendees will be able 
to see, hear and speak from the location they are attending from (Upper/Lower Chambers or City Hall). If 
all locations are at maximum seating capacity, residents will be able to attend and listen to the meeting 
by phone or Webex.
