The two splash pad grand openings in District 5 -- one at EI Oso Park and one
at Mariposa Park -- were huge successes! A special thanks to the Parks and
Recreation Department and all the incredible community support. The children and

families of the neighborhoods enjoyed the splash pads, food trucks, and activities.

On June 1st, about one hundred residents joined the fun at the EI Oso Park
Park splash pad, in partnership with the Estrella Supermoms Block Watch. Then
on June 3rd, about 500 neighbors joined the Splish-Splash Community Bash at the
Mariposa Park splash pad, in partnership with the North Glen Square
Neighborhood Association.
